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Turkey – unauthorised Waste discharges/Pollution

Owners are advised the Turkish Authorities further increased financial penalties against them for any and all unauthorised discharge of oil/ballast/bilge/garbage.
Infringement will result in significant delay to the vessel, possible arrest/detention of the Master pending likely criminal prosecution and immediate imposition of a heavy FINE. 

Monitoring of these Regulations is strict, enforcement swift and successful appeal extremely unlikely.  
Navigators strongly recommend Owners of vessels scheduled or expected to enter or transit Turkish waters circulate this warning to Masters and Chief Engineers. Whenever operationally possible all operations likely to present risk of infraction should be deferred until clear of Turkish waters.
